“PASTOR’S MESSAGE By: Rev. Fr. Ashod Khachadourian 1

Last month the Christendom celebrated the feast of the exaltation of the Holy
Cross. This feast is known for passing basil to people. We might wonder “why basil?”

The answer to this question takes us back to the fourth century, around the year
326, when Hellena the empress, the mother of Constantine the Emperor (who is
believed to be the first Christian emperor) wanted to go to the Holy Land to find the
Cross of Jesus Christ. Motivated by her ambition and driven by God’s intervention,
the empress started her journey for the Cross. During the journey she met and asked
people about it. However, the majority were ignorant or rejected to answer, and then
there was a man called Judas came to the empress. He was one of the handful of
people who knew about the place of the Cross. He told the empress that the Cross is
buried under trash. When the empress knew about this, she ordered her soldiers to go
to the place Judas was saying and find the Cross and bring it out. The soldiers found
three crosses, right at that time a funeral of a young man was passing by, the empress
asked the family to give them the corps, then they started to put the corps on the
crosses, and on the third one it got resurrected and all those who were present knew
that that was the one on which Jesus Christ died. It is said that at the moment of the
resurrection, all the trash turned into basil, in other words the bad smell turned into
good aroma, death turned into life.

Therefore, that is the reason behind passing basil to the congregation on this feast.
It is to remind them that by believing in Christ we are alive.
