Great Lent - Time to Return to God  

 For ages, the priests of the Armenian Apostolic Church have always 
said that the Great Lent is the time period, in which we should find our 
weaknesses and repent for them.  
 Fasting during lent, does not only mean to stop from consuming animal 
products for 40 days, but it also means to endeavor during every situation 
to stay away from committing sins, especially during desperate times. In 
addition, Lenten time is the greatest time to be honest with ourselves. In 
other words, it is the time to examine ourselves to see where we are in our 
faith and to realize if we feel the presence of Jesus Christ in our lives (2 
Cor 13.5).  
 Being honest with ourselves is one of the most difficult things we can 
do in our lives, because it is easier to fool ourselves about the things that 
we want. However, by being honest with ourselves, we should put our 
needs aside and do the will of our soul and conscience. Being honest to 
ourselves also means to keep distance between ourselves and sin and 
come closer to God, to embrace his presence and cherish His blessings.  
 During the 40 days, we must remember to return to God, who will not 
judge us with His righteousness but will forgive us with His mercy. 
However, we must return to Him in order to have His mercy. We also 
must remember that God gives us a new chance every day and waits for 
our return. However, if we ignore His invitation and deny His call, God 
will judge us on the judgment day and the second coming.  
 Thereby beloved faithful, let us be honest with ourselves and listen to 
our soul and conscience so we can find God in ourselves and grow our 
faith in Him, and by doing so we could be able to revive the hope in 
ourselves and spread the love that God grants us and hence establish the 
Kingdom of God in ourselves and be resurrected as new beings 
enlightened by the grace of God.

Some folks leave us footprints to follow while 
others leave imprints on our hearts. Our Gartank 
Book Club friend managed to do both. His 
footprints may be traced to his many 
involvements. Over the years (as much as I 
know), our friend was involved in Hamazkayin, 
Saturday Armenian School, on occasion at 
Charlie Keyan Armenian Community School, 
making of mas on Sundays at Holy Trinity for 
our congregation, and our Gartank Book 
Club.  Having a purpose and staying involved 
kept him young at 93. Whether we called to 
check up on him at the Armenian Home, a 
nursing facility, or the hospital, his outlook was 
positive, and his garnered energy was ready to 
move forward. 

 To what may we attribute such an outlook?  In Ghazaros's case, 
undoubtedly: FAITH!!!  Ghazaros believed in prayer, and he believed he had a 
direct line to God.  If you had a concern, he would immediately offer to pray for 
you reminding that: "God hears and answers my prayers."  With his ongoing 
prayers, Ghazaros placed his life in HIS hands. 
     We may follow Ghazaro's footprints of faith and positive outlook with 
admiration, however, there was so much more to the man.  He and his wife 
Aznive did not lament that they had no children of their own.  Instead, they 
boasted about the beautiful children they blessed and baptized.  Thirteen in 
all!  When his sister-in-law Lucine moved to Fresno to teach Armenian at 
Charlie Keyan Armenian Community School, he took her in.  She lived with 
them until she needed the care provided at the Armenian Home.  At her passing, 
he took care of all necessary arrangements and created a folder with her 
memorable sayings. That left an imprint on both sisters' hearts.  Caring for 
family included his sister, brother-in-law and more currently, his nephew. 
     In our Gartank Book Club, Ghazaros would show up early with his coffee 
pot and make Armenian coffee for us.  He would pick fruit from his trees for us 
to enjoy.  Whenever we planned a potluck, he would ask: "Yes inch bidi berem? 
(What shall I bring?)  He would often lead us in prayer and offer a man's point 
of view during discussions. 
 Now, we pause to thank him for being a part of our collective memories and 
offer our prayer: Ghazaros, Asdvadz hokid havidenagan yergnahyin gyank 
barkeve! (Ghazaros, may God grant your soul the everlasting heavenly life.)
